The Millennium Development Goals and YOU!  
Look at the large cards which tell you about the 8 goals. 
Goal 1 is to reduce the number of people in the world who are poor and do not have enough to eat.  Do people you know have enough to eat? 

Goal 2 is to make sure all children go to primary school.  Do most children in the UK go to school?

Goal 3 is to make sure as many girls as boys go to school and have the same chances.  Do girls have the same opportunities as boys in this school?

Goal 4 is to reduce the numbers of babies and young children who die before they are five years old?  Do you think many children in the UK die before they are five from sickness?
Goal 5 is to help mothers having babies reach doctors and nurses.  Do most women in the UK see doctors and nurses when they are having a baby?

Goal 6 is to stop diseases from spreading.  Does the UK try to stop this happening?

Goal 7 is to help more people have clean water to drink and to make the environment a better place to live.  Do you have clean water to drink?

Goal 8 is for countries to work together more and help poor countries to get a fair share of wealth.  Do you think you live in a poor or a rich country?
