La Riojana is the world’s largest producer of organic Fairtrade 

wines, with over 3 million litres certified annually. Patricio 

Angonoa will lead the wine-tasting and will talk about the real 

impact of Fairtrade on the town of Chilecito in northern 

Argentina, where farmers now benefit from clean drinking 

water, a school and a clinic as well as technical assistance, 

access to credit and a guaranteed fair price for their grapes.
